Head coach Nolan Richardson’s pastel yellow shirt and pants combo and salmon jacket weren’t
enough to help the Shock overcome a 16-point first half deficit. Despite the loss, players were
overwhelmed by the support from the home crowd. Plenette Pierson recorded the first points
in franchise history off an Alexis Hornbuckle assist. The Shock shot just 25 percent (4-of-16) and
trailed by ten after the first quarter. Tulsa outscored the Lynx 24-14 in the second and were able
to tie it up when Natasha Lacy hit one of two free throws with just seconds left in the first half.
The Shock improved their first quarter shooting woes, going 8-of-19 from the field in the second
quarter.
