Write a 500-word essay describing the greatest challenge in your community and how you hope to make
a positive change.

Please read and answer all questions carefully. Only typed or clearly printed applications will be accepted. Fully completed
applications must be postmarked by Friday, May 30, 2008. A Scholarship Committee will be appointed and will have
full responsibility for selecting the winner. All information contained in this application will be held confidential by the
Connecticut Sun Foundation. Relatives or immediate family members of Connecticut Sun employees or members of
the Mohegan Tribe are not eligible for the Bright Horizons Scholarship.
