Highlighting the Sparks' national television coverage is the season opener against the 
defending Champion Mercury and two match-ups with the 2009 Eastern Conference Champion 
Indiana Fever on July 22nd in Indiana and on August 10th in Los Angeles. The Sparks will announce 
a local television schedule in conjunction with PRIME TICKET at a later date. 
 
Downtown Los Angeles will be sparkling with excitement on weekends at STAPLES Center this 
season as nine of the 17 regular season Sparks home games will be played on Friday, Saturday or 
Sunday. The Sparks will also hold their 11th annual Camp Day on July 20 at noon against the newly 
formed Tulsa franchise in their first visit to Los Angeles.
